‘Nottingham Knockers’
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Not sure?  
Don’t open the door
‘Nottingham Knockers’ are targeting homes in your area.
Be vigilant. Stay Safe. Do not buy or sell anything at the door. 





Who are the Nottingham Knockers?
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Description automatically generated]Nottingham Knockers are usually young men who go door to door, selling household products. They are often dropped off early in the morning in a particular location by a large van and are then transported around that area throughout the day.
What is the scam?
They may offer to show you a fake company I.D for a company that does not exist. They may also be carrying a large holdall style bag which contains various household items at high prices and will try and hard sell to make money. They will also tell you about how they are trying to make a better life.
When you decline their advances, you may be subject to verbal abuse and threats to cause criminal damage.
Not sure? Don’t open the door!
If you get an unexpected knock on the door, please check to see who is on the other side of your door before opening it. Either look through a side window, look through a spy hole, or simply ask out loud who it is. If you do not know them, establish who they are and what they are there for before you open the door. Please remember if the cold caller sales are unsuccessful, they are unlikely to return in future. 
If you do experience any verbal abuse and feel intimidated, please call 101 and tell us what was said, and a description of the person.

Anti-Social Behaviour
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Some ASB incidents might be an issue for your local council so it may be useful to know to who contact.
Here are some examples of ASB that we want to know about:
· Fireworks misuse (full laws and guidance on our website)
· Abandonment of cars
· Aggressive animals or use of animals in illegal activities 
· Nuisance noise from people being inconsiderate in a public space
· Indecent, threatening or offensive phone calls
· Street drinking causing disruptive behaviour
· Vehicle nuisance such as street racing and riding unlicensed powered vehicles
Here are some examples of ASB that isn’t a police matter and your local council could be informed on:
· Someone blocking your driveway 
· Stray dog that isn’t sick or injured
· Nuisance noise from pubs and clubs, and construction sites
· General littering, fly-tipping, hazardous items
· Neighbour disputes such as loud music or dogs barking, parking, property boundaries, overgrowing trees and hedges
· Trespassing without causing damage or harm

Distraction burglary: Warning and advice
We have some simple tips to follow which can minimise risk to a distraction burglary and how to deal with ‘cold callers’ at the doorstep:
· If someone knocks on your door, check who it is by looking through a window or peep-hole.
· If it’s not someone you know and trust, or a business caller who has made a pre-arranged appointment – do not open the door! This advice applies regardless of whatever uniform the caller appears to be wearing, the ID card they are carrying or however urgent their business claims to be. 
· Tell unexpected business callers to leave and come back later at an agreed time when you have someone else with you.
· In the meantime, check their credentials by calling the organisation they claim to represent. Do so by searching the company name and number online, or in your telephone book. As any number they might have given you could be for an accomplice of a potential offender. 
· Report suspicious activity to the police. No matter how small it may seem, your information may help with investigations and prevent legitimate scammers from committing a crime. 










 


 

 










Are you aware of Community Speed Watch, and is it relevant to your parish?

With Community Speed Watch now in its eighth year of operation within West Mercia, local communities are being reminded about the scheme and how volunteers can get involved in speed monitoring and improve the quality of life in their area if speeding traffic is causing concern.
Community Speed Watch is a community driven road safety initiative, coordinated by West Mercia Police but managed and run by volunteers in the community. It involves trained volunteers from the community monitoring the speeds of vehicles with approved, hand-held speed measurement devices. Where vehicle speeds are found to be inappropriate, a letter is sent to the registered keeper by the police with the aim of encouraging them to reduce their speed when driving in the future.
The scheme was introduced within West Mercia in 2014 and has gone from strength to strength over the last 8 years with over 40 active sites currently operating. It was introduced to enhance the force’s speed enforcement strategy, by addressing community concerns in areas that do not meet either speed or collision criteria for police-led enforcement.

A Community Speed Watch scheme is initiated when ‘speeding traffic’ has been identified as a community road safety concern by a parish council or Safer Neighbourhood Team. However, several criteria must be met before a scheme can be established:
· The area must have a 30mph or 40mph speed restriction.
· Speed data collected by West Mercia Police must show that speed levels in the area do not meet the national industry requirements for police enforcement.
· No other enforcement activity is currently in place.
· There must be at least six volunteers in each Community Speed Watch scheme.
· Speed checks must be conducted by at least three volunteers at any one time.

CRIME UPDATE

Four men were arrested on suspicion of the theft of a motor vehicle in Shropshire on
Tuesday 11 June 2024.

The arrests happened as officers from Shropshire’s Neighbourhood Crime Fighting
Team (NCFT) carried out the arrest of a 34-year-old man on suspicion of rape in
Whitchurch. The arrest was in connection with an ongoing rape investigation.

Whilst at the address officers identified a stolen vehicle outside the property, which
led to a further three men, aged 22, 38, and 39, being arrested.

All four were arrested on suspicion of theft of motor vehicle and have since been
released on police bail as enquiries continue. The 34-year-old has also been released
on police bail in connection with the rape investigation.

Sergeant Mark Gallacher, from the NCFT, said: “We know there have been ongoing
concerns around vehicle thefts across the county and the surrounding areas.

“I hope that these arrests offer some reassurance to local residents and sends a
strong message to those suspected of being involved in crime we will seek to
apprehend them.”
